Smoke levels should be limited if they begin to obscure vision on stage and to the minimum necessary for the desired effect. Best practice is to create an inhibitive sub for manual control of the effect. 
Direct and control smoke effects to the desired place to prevent overspill into audience areas. If it is likely to spill into audience, warning notices on the premises (reinforced by verbal warnings before the performance if this is considered necessary).All warnings should indicate the type of persons who may be particularly at risk.
Minimise the exposure time of those concerned. Keep people away from areas in front of all machines since concentrations are at their highest here. We only use machines /fluids on the COL approved list.
