	If we know beforehand that a student involved in the production has epilepsy, and will have unavoidable exposure to strobe lighting (eg Lighting Programmer), then strobe will be cut from the show.

Minimise the risk of inducing epileptic seizures by: a) keeping the flicker rate below 3 changes per second (or less than 70Hz) using bespoke controllers.  Use during rehearsal preceded by warning shout and for limited duration. b) keep light intensity as low as practical; c) maximise distance between lighting source and those present; and d) ensure all present are pre-warned that stroboscopic lighting is being used (e.g. Warnings of strobe effects are issued with the publicity and on notices at stage and auditorium entrances). Signs will be posted in the auditorium for members of the audience.

Technical students to be inducted in proper use of strobe as a tool-box chat pre-rig.
