Discuss your plans with the Prop Making Lecturer before you start; there may be a solution which avoids using 
chemicals.
.Before Use.

· Read the COSHH  data sheets before use. 
· Download and read COSHH sheets for any new chemicals. Store them in the COSHH folder.
· Do not use the chemicals if any checks are unsatisfactory ie missing lids or liquids thicker than expected.
· Work should  be done in the Vapour Extract Machine. Seek advice if it won’t fit in.
· Put fresh paper down to contain any drips

· Make sure cups, sticks, scales, gloves, timer and all chemicals are to hand 
before you start.  Make sure the lids to the chemicals haved not gummed up 
solid.
· ensure safety measures in place e.g. vapour extract running 

· visual check for damage

· check clear of hazards or obstructions

· use the chemicals as instructed  
· Ensure  the correct  fire extinguisher – one for containing a chemical fire,  is to hand.
